These Rules and Regulations conform to Paragraph J of the By-Laws and Articles XIV and XXI in the Declaration of Condominium of Maybury Mansions, and are drawn up to make living in your Condo pleasant.

The following Rules and Regulations do not supersede the Declaration of the By-Laws of the Association or any other legal obligations of the owners and residents of Maybury Mansions.

ITEMS OF MAJOR IMPORTANCE

· Bulletin Boards are our way of communicating. Please READ the Bulletin Boards on a regular basis.

· A maximum of 3 plants in the corridors is allowed.

· Outside patio furniture must be placed against the wall and must not extend more than 36” from the wall.

· Cars must display a Maybury Mansions decal in the rear window.

· The front of the car must be toward the bumper stop.

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1. Complaints 
 Residents are to register complaints in writing to the Office. The name of the party making a complaint will not be made public.  
2. Emergencies

 In cases of emergencies, please call the appropriate emergency number.  See inside front cover.

3. Exterior Common Areas and Bicycles

· “Common Areas” include everything outside your Condo.

· Actions which may create a nuisance to a neighbor are prohibited. Please be considerate of your neighbors.

· No Condo exterior doors are to be left open in the corridors. Both exterior doors should be operational.
· Bicycles, tricycles, baby strollers, etc. may not be kept in the corridors. Bikes are to be kept inside your Condo or may be parked in the enclosed areas under the steps in each building if space is available.  Keys may be purchased from the Office.

· All corridors must be maintained and open without obstruction except for rules pertaining to furniture and plants.

· Nothing may be attached to the exterior walls.

· Hanging anything over the corridor rails is not permitted.

· No cooking of any kind is permitted in the corridors.

· Maximum of THREE (3) PLANTS PER UNIT allowed in corridor.  Planters should have a saucer underneath to avoid water damage to carpeting.  No hanging plants are permitted.  Damage to corridor carpets caused by watering plants (or any other reason) will be billed to the owner/occupant of the Condo.
· No feeding of birds, squirrels, etc.

· No spitting or throwing cigarettes or cigars from any corridors or from rear windows.  Please remove cigar and cigarette butts promptly from ashtrays in the corridors.

· No shaking of mops or carpets from any stairwell or corridor including the first floor.

· Proper window treatments should be installed in each unit.  No sheets, blankets, or newspapers, etc. or tinting of windows is allowed.

· Outside patio furniture must be placed against the wall and must not extend more than 36” from the wall.  Furniture should be cleaned regularly.  Discard broken furniture.  Inside furniture is not allowed in the corridors.

· Painting of any kind is not permitted in the corridors.

· Cleaning products, insect spray or insecticides, and gardening/potting materials cannot be stored in the corridor.

· Bicycle or scooter riding or roller skating in corridors, walkways, around the pool or clubhouse area is not allowed.

· The use of flying objects such as baseballs, footballs, tennis balls, golf balls, frisbees, etc. is not allowed in corridors, walkways, or any part of the common areas.

4. Door Locks and Keys

· The Association has the irrevocable right of access to each unit during reasonable hours, for maintenance, repair, or replacement of any common elements or hurricane shutters, etc. to prevent damage to the common elements or to another Condo. (FL Condo Statutes Sections 718.111(5) and 718.113(1))

· In order to access each Condo, the Maybury Mansions Declaration Section XVI states that the owner/tenant of each Condo must provide the Office a key or keys to open the unit in case of emergency.

· If keys are not provided and an emergency entry is made, all damages are the unit owner’s or tenant’s responsibility.

· If emergency entry is required, the Association will leave a note in a conspicuous place advising the resident of an entrance into the Condo and the reason for entry, or in writing to the owner if the Condo is vacant and the reason for entry.
· New owners or renters should be provided with a key for each of the following:  Condo key, Clubhouse key, Storage Room key and Mail Box key.
5. Parking, Driving, and Car Wash
· Park one vehicle only in a space with the front of the car toward the bumper stop.

· Park in the center of your designated space so that your neighbor has room to get into his car and so that you don’t scratch your neighbor’s car.

· Please report to the Office any vehicle parked in the wrong space.  Only the Board of Directors is authorized to have cars towed.

· Cars parked in fire lanes, no parking zones, and car wash spaces will be towed.

· Guest parking spaces at the end of C and F buildings are for guests, not for second vehicles.  Second cars are to be parked in guest spots behind A and B buildings.

· All vehicles must have current license plates, inspection stickers, and a Maybury Mansions decal displayed in rear window.

· All vehicles must be in operating condition.  No repairs shall be made on the premises.

· No wrecked or heavily damaged vehicle is to be parked for more than 72 hours.  Flat tires are to be repaired within 72 hours.  “For Sale” signs on vehicles are prohibited.

· Campers, trailers, truck cabs, boats, and boat trailers cannot be parked in parking areas.  Trucks up to 1/2 ton may be parked.

· Each resident receives one decal for one car at no charge.  Each additional car requires a decal, available at $1.00 each.  The purpose of the decal is to aid in policing parking areas.

· When entering or leaving Maybury Mansions, please drive at 15 MPH.

· A car wash area in back of E & F buildings is available to residents only during the hours of 8 am until dusk.

· Please hang up the hose and clean up after washing your vehicle.
· WARNING:  Use caution when using electrical outlet for vacuuming.  Water and electricity can be deadly.

· Parking of cars in the car wash areas is prohibited.  Violators may be towed at any time without warning.

6. Laundry
· Washers and dryers shall be used on a first come first served basis after 8am and must be completed by 9 pm seven days per week.

· Laundry cards may be purchased from the machine outside the Office.  The same machine is used to add money to your card.

· Report all defective washers/dryers to the Office.

· Please be considerate of your neighbors and remove laundry from machines immediately after completed cycles.

· Do not use too much soap.

· Do not overload machines.

· Clean dryers of lint after every use.

· Dispose of plastic laundry bottles in recycle bins, not in the laundry room.
· Keep the laundry room, tables, and floor clean.
7. Trash and Recycling
· All trash must be placed in sealed plastic bags and disposed of in trash area or trash chute.  The size of the package must not exceed the width of the chute.

· Use trash chutes between the hours of 9am and 9pm. 
· Large containers must be placed in the trash bin on the 1st floor.

· Use recycle containers on the 2nd and 3rd floors for recyclables.  Wash all containers before disposing of them. See Recycles Guidelines attachment page 14.
· Flatten cardboard boxes.  Remove plastic bottle caps and crush bottles.  This will save space in the containers and save us money!

· Do not place plastic bags, dishware, or mirrors in recycle bins.

· Owners and renters must arrange for disposal and pick up of large items and furniture.  Large items and furniture are not to be placed near trash dumpsters or any common area.

8. Guests
· Guests must park only in guest parking spaces.

· Remind your guests that they must follow all Maybury Mansions rules and regulations.  Have your copy of the Rules and Regulations readily available for guests to review.

· For safety reasons, please supervise young children at all times.

· Guests may not bring pets to Maybury Mansions.

· Guests may not stay more than 30 days without the approval of the Board.  See the Office for details.
9. Pets
No animals, except fish in a tank and a bird in a cage, are permitted in Condos.
10. Pool/Hot Tub  Area
· Pool hours are 7am until dusk daily.

· Pool rules are posted.  Please read them and have your guests abide by the rules.

· Shower before entering the pool or hot tub.  Remember to turn off water to shower.

· No one with an infectious disease may enter the pool or hot tub.

· NO EATING, SMOKING, or GLASS CONTAINERS in pool area.  Keep drinks away from water.

· NO DIVING.

· Children under 12 must be accompanied in the pool by an adult in a swimsuit.

· Infants must wear swim diapers.

· Running and playing games in and around the pool is prohibited.

· No toys, ball, rafts, floats, etc. except float devices attached to swimmer’s body are permitted in the pool.

· Appropriate bathing suits are required for use of the pool and the hot tub.  
· The hot tub is restricted to individuals 12 years of age or older.
· Avoid drinking alcohol before entering the hot tub or during hot tub use. If pregnant, consult a physician before hot tub use.
·  Lounge chairs must be covered with a beach towel and may not be reserved by placing a towel and leaving the pool area.
· No sunbathing on the lawn.
11. Clubhouse

· The Clubhouse is open for use by adults between the hours of 7am and 10pm.

· Turn off stove, oven, air conditioner, and lights after use.

· Swimsuits are not permitted in the Clubhouse.  If you must use the lavatories, access them from outside the Clubhouse.
· Adults (18 years of age and older) may use the Exercise Room during those same hours.  Turn off air conditioner, TV, and lights when leaving.

· No furniture or equipment is to be removed without Board approval.

· One key per Condo is provided for the Clubhouse and lavatories.

· Anyone who wishes to use the Clubhouse for a private party must first obtain approval.  The form "Clubhouse Reservation Form" must be completed and approved by the Board of Directors. The form is available in the Office.

12. BBQ Grills
· Gas BBQ grills are provided outside the Clubhouse and between A and B buildings for use between 9am and 9pm.

· Grills are available on a first come first served basis and should not be tied up for lengthy periods of time.

· Turn off gas tank after use.
· Please leave grills and grill areas clean for the next user.

13. Shuffleboard
· Shuffleboard hours are 9am until 8pm.  

· Walking on and children playing on the court is not permitted.
· Return all equipment to the storage area when finished.
14. Destruction of Property
· The marking, marring, defacing, or destroying of any part of the buildings, common areas, or recreation equipment will not be tolerated.

· Cost of any damage will be billed to the Condo owner, even if damage was caused by a tenant or guest.
15. Bulletin Boards
· The use of the Bulletin Boards in the six buildings and Clubhouse comes under the authority of the Board of Directors. Any postings must be reviewed by the Office.
16. Solicitations
· There shall be no soliciting by any person anywhere in the buildings for charity or any purpose whatsoever, except that which has been authorized by the Board of Directors.

· Residents are requested to report soliciting to the Office.

17. Absence from Condos
· For Security reasons, it is necessary for any resident leaving for more than a week to advise the Office.

· In case of storms, please remove all outside furniture and plants from the corridor.  The Association will not be responsible for any damages incurred by your personal property.
· When leaving for the summer, close and secure all hurricane awnings or shutters.  It is recommended that you remove screens.
18. Locker Rooms
· Each resident will have a key to his assigned locker room.

· The locker rooms are to be kept locked at all times.

· Residents will store belongings in their designated lockers and will NOT use any open area in the locker room.

· When available, extra lockers may be rented at the rate of $15.00 per quarter.  Check with the Office to get on the waiting list.

· The Board reserves the right to remove anything left outside the lockers.

19. Condo Upgrades - windows & interior
· Only licensed contractors who are properly licensed by the State of Florida and who maintain the necessary insurance may do work in a Condo or in any other Maybury Mansions building. The Condo owner is responsible for conforming to these requirements before any work may begin. The Office must be provided with copies of the contractor's license and insurance information.

· Building permits are required prior to any work being done.  If owners do not provide a copy of the building permit to the Office, the Board is obligated to call a Building Inspector, who is authorized to fine the Condo owner.

· Permits must be posted in Condo window during construction.

· Disposal of construction debris is the responsibility of the owner and contractor.  The building dumpsters must not be used.
· New windows must conform to the uniform style and must be approved by the Board prior to ordering.

· Tinted windows are not permitted.

· Two or more Condos cannot be joined to become one larger Condo.  Fire laws prohibit the removing of fire walls between Condos.
· No washers or dryers may be installed in Condos.
20. Selling
· Purchaser must submit a fee of $100.00 (subject to change) to cover the cost of a financial/criminal background check.

· Purchaser must have a personal interview with the Review Committee by appointment only.

· The Association reserves the right of first refusal as per the By-Laws.

· Seller should provide Purchaser with the following keys:  Condo, Clubhouse, Locker Room and Mailbox keys, and a copy of the Rules and Regulations.
NOTE:  

· No one may purchase more than two Condos.

· Maximum Occupancy Rate for a one bedroom Condo is two people.

· Maximum Occupancy Rate for a two bedroom Condo is four people.

21. Leasing
· A Condo may be leased once a year and for no less than a three month period (ONLY after one year of ownership).

· Submit a copy of Application to Lease to the Office with fee of $100 (subject to change) for financial/criminal background check.

· All prospective tenants must appear in person before the Review Committee by appointment only.

· Tenants should be provided by the owner with the following keys:  Condo, Clubhouse, Locker Room and Mailbox keys, and a copy of the Rules and Regulations.

· Maximum Occupancy Rate for a one bedroom Condo is two people.
· Maximum Occupancy Rate for a two bedroom Condo is four people.

· After a stay of 30 days, any occupant who is not on the original lease must be interviewed and approved by the Review Committee.

NOTE:  Businesses may not operate from any Condo in Maybury Mansions.
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
